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EDUCATION AND TRAINING

A core element of CAPPE’s work is 
the provision of education and training 
for both undergraduate and graduate 
students. The Centre works with each of 
its member universities to embed ethics 
studies within undergraduate courses, 
offer taught postgraduate programs and 
provide supervision to PhD, MPhil and 
MA by research students across a wide 
range of topics. CAPPE has a number of 
members who hold joint appointments 
with teaching departments at the 
Australian National University, Charles 
Sturt University and the University of 
Melbourne — six months teaching/six 
months research. 

The CAPPE initiated collaboration 
between four Australian universities 
(Charles Sturt University, The University 
of Melbourne, The Australian National 
University, The University of Adelaide) 
and four European Union universities 
(Lancaster University, Luiss University, 
University of Helsinki, Universität 
Bielefeld) provides a fi rst-rate integrated 
network of eight undergraduate degrees 
in ethics, human rights and institutions. 

This program provides a unique 
opportunity to bring together and build 
upon over-lapping and complementary 
research-led undergraduate educational 
programs in ethics, human rights and 
institutions. Student mobility within 
the network allows access to relevant 
expertise and promote cross-cultural 
understanding of ethical and human 
rights issues and the institutional 
context within which they arise. With 
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the assistance of funding under the 
EU/Australia Cooperation in Higher 
Education and Vocational Education and 
Training Program CAPPE administers 
and awards scholarships to Australian and 
European students to undertake a portion 
of their degrees on exchange. 

CAPPE also provides supervision to 
postgraduate research students in its 
core areas of research as well as in 
more traditional area of ethical theory 
and practice, and social and political 
philosophy. Research of PhD candidates 
currently supervised by CAPPE members 
includes: meta-ethics; the role of moral 
intutions in moral decision making; global 
ethics and the psychology of justice; 
social identity formation; rebellion and 
regime change; informed consent in 
information technology; ethics of life 
extending technologies; stewardship 
of the information environment; 
egalitarianism in a global framework; 
medical tourism; portrayals of euthanasia 
in modern literature and fi lm; ethical 
issues associated with medical internship 
and residency; intellectual property and 
personal development and identity.

During 2007, 31 candidates were enrolled 
in the following research degrees:

MA (by advanced seminar and shorter 
thesis) in Applied Ethics

MA in International Justice

MA (by thesis only) in Professional and 
Applied Ethics
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A major initiative for 2008 is the 
development and provision of online 
delivery of the Master of Arts in 
Professional and Applied Ethics. This 
coursework and research program will 
be taught by staff from The Australian 
National University division of CAPPE 
in conjunction with staff from the 
University of Melbourne and Charles 
Sturt University divisions of CAPPE. 
Students will have the opportunity to 
take courses via credit transfer from 
equivalent programs at The University of 
Melbourne and Charles Sturt University 
and will also have access to a wide range 
of electives from complementary areas 
within ANU. This is an important step in 
the project of establishing an integrated 
program of degrees through each of 
the partner institutions. CAPPE also 
has considerable input into the Master 
of Ethics and Legal Studies at CSU. 
This program is co-ordinated by Tom 
Campbell.

The CAPPE coursework Master 
degrees are designed to address the 
increasingly vital need for practitioners 
and decision-makers in government, 
industry, business, and the professions 
to have a high degree of competence 
in identifying, analysing, and resolving 
ethical issues that arise in their fi eld. 
A valuable qualifi cation in its own 
right for those working in government, 
industry, and the professions, our 
MA by coursework and sub-thesis is 
also a pathway to a PhD program in 
Professional and Applied Ethics.

Major goals

In 2008 we intend to sustain the overall 
level of activity established in 2007. This 
will enable us to meet the performance 
indicators set for 2008 in the Director’s 
Strategic Plan 2005-2008. At the same 
time we will strive to further improve 
the quality and practical relevance of our 
research and teaching and to develop 
promising new fi elds of study within 
existing programs. 

This will be achieved through team 
work within the three university nodes 
coordinated by our six Research 
Programs, together with strengthening 
established and initiating new domestic 
and international networks.

At the same time we will continue to 
make a tangible contribution to public 
debate on ethical issues in the economic, 
scientifi c, legal and political domains.

A crucial goal in 2008 will be to ensure 
the continuation and further development 
of CAPPE beyond the end of the ARC 
Special Research Centre grant that has 
underwritten our core activities over 
the past nine years. This requires the 
negotiation of a new agreement between 
the partner universities and obtaining 
the commitment of suffi cient funds 
to continue at a comparable level of 
research performance. We will seek 
to retain the close cooperative and 
collaborative inter-university agreements 
now in place.

This transition will be achieved by 
drawing on the relationships of trust, 
mutual benefi t and shared enthusiasm 
that have been established over the period 
of the grant and adopting a governance 
and administrative structure that will 
enable the intellectual capital of CAPPE 
to be well invested in our future research 
activities.
 
Specifi c Goals

In 2008 we aim to have over 45 graduate 
students, have held 11 workshops and 
conferences, published 16 books and 130 
refereed articles, welcomed 16 visitors 
and achieved an earned external income 
of over $1.5m.
